OLD BUSINESS 
 
OB1. VILLAGE: Crown, Unit 3, Lot 145, APN: 125-281-131 
 NAME: William and Pauline Brown 
 SITE:  2867 King Edward Drive 
 RE:  Re-roof (reopen 4/1/10) 
 MOTION: Approved (Sgamba/Rain) 3-2 (Haberman/McCray – no) 
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Mr. and Mrs. Brown, along with a representative from their roofing company, Nicole, 
attended the meeting to discuss the denial of the Brown’s roofing at the last DRC Meeting.  
Nicole indicated that due to Title 24 requirements the Brown’s were limited to the color of 
the product that they put on the roof which was beige in color.  They have a flat roof and 
the contractor was concerned about damage to the structure if the roof was not put on 
immediately.  The Committee voted to approve the roof as installed. 
 
OB2. VILLAGE: Bass Lake, Unit 11, Lot 163, APN: 116-820-221 
 NAME: Greg Duncan 
 SITE:  509 Summer Court 
 RE:  Solar (4/9/10) 
 MOTION: Approved (Rain/Sgamba) 5-0 
 
The representative from APEX Solar attended the meeting to discuss the solar project for 
Mr. Duncan.  The solar project has been held over from last week pending a modified 
layout of the solar panels on the roof to be more geometrical and symmetrical.   
 
Mr. David Janas, APEX Solar representative, noted that the solar panel schematic was 
drawn by Mr. Duncan who is an engineer.  He agreed with the Committee that there could 
be a better placement of one of the panels on the roof, but Mr. Duncan wanted the 
schematic that he prepared and did not want anything changed.  Mr. Duncan also told the 
Committee about the CA State law that protects people who want to installed solar panels 
from Homeowners Association and/or Architectural Control Committee.  The Committee 
cannot increase the cost of the project by 10% or $2,000.  If the homeowner is asked to 
modify their solar, the 10 % or $2,000 come into play and the project can only slightly be 
modified to fit the State criteria.   
 
Mr. Janas provided additional pictures of the subject property which indicated that they is a 
large amount of foliage in the front of the home, in is in the back of a cul-de-sac and the 
panels will not be extremely visible from the street. 
 
The Committee voted to approve the solar project as proposed.

Dan Daly, representing Sierra Pacific Solar Company, attended the meeting to discuss the 
solar panel project.  The Committee was concerned about the configuration of the panels 
and would like photographs of the entire home in addition to the picture of just the roof.  
The two panels that are located on the front of the home were asked to be relocated to 
another ridgeline of the house.  Also, the Committee asked what type of trees are on the 
front of the house.  Could they be trimmed to reduce the shading so that the panels could be 
moved?  They application was held over pending the color photographs of the entire front  
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of the home as well as a better configuration of the panels on the roof.,  Mr. Daly will bring 
this information either prior to the next meeting or to the next meeting.

The re-roof with GAF Elk timberline in the color Weatherwood that is on the approved 
material list was approved as proposed. 
 
NB3. VILLAGE: Stonegate, Unit 3, Lot 246, APN: 125-440-181 
 NAME: Gary Alarid 
 SITE:  1769 Canberra Place 
 MAILING: 128 Mesquite Court, Folsom, CA  95630 
 RE:  Room Addition (preliminary discussion) 
 MOTION: No Action/Discussion Only 
 
Gary and Shelly Alarid attended the meeting to discuss their proposal for a 24’ x 30’ 
detached garage which will have a 12’ 7” height.  They are in the process of purchasing the 
aforementioned home in Stonegate, but they do not want to purchase the property if they 
cannot construct the garage for Mr. Alarid classic vehicles.  The Committee noted that they 
would not be opposed to the structure and that it must match the external appearance of the 
home.  Also, the questioned whether the County of El Dorado Building Services 
Department considered the area where they are proposed the structure to be a side yard or a 
rear yard.  The Concern about this was that the side yard setback is 5 and normal 15 feet to 
the rear by county standards.  But, the CC&R’s for Stonegate require a 30 foot rear setback.   
 
The Alarid's noted that the County had indicated it to be a side setback which would be 5 
feet, but noted there may be a utility easement on the side yard which would increase the 
setback from 5 to 10 feet.  This will be something that they will have to research. 
 
The Committee noted that they would approve a structure in the side yard that match the 
material on the home and that had a feathered driveway verses a straight amount of 
concrete added onto the existing 3 car driveway.

 RE:  Pool (Aquatique Pools) (4/26/10) 
 MOTION: Approved (Rumsey/Sgamba) 5-0 
 
The committee met with Mr. O’Connor of the pool company.  They were concerned about 
the slope of the yard and where the dirt was going from the excavation.  Mr. O’Connor 
noted that he had already dug the pool because the homeowner did not know that they had 
to go through the CSD and he thought it was outside of the CSD’s jurisdiction.  He noted 
that the dirt went the Veercamp yard on Latrobe Road.  
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The Committee was concerned that the pool had not been inspected by the County of the 
DRC Inspector, but Mr. O’Connor noted that he had his engineer inspect the project and 
that the County of okay with that inspection.  The Committee was also concerned about the 
drainage around the pool and the possibly of drainage onto neighboring lots.  Mr. 
O’Connor noted that he was not doing the landscaping, but the homeowner was.  The 
Committee said that they would like to see a copy of the landscaping plan with drainage 
issues addressed.  Also, there were trees marked on the plan and the Committee wanted to 
know what type trees that were there and when they were removed. 
 
Mr. O’Connor brought in Mrs. Piodowski who answered questions pertaining to the 
project.  The retaining wall had previously been installed a couple of years ago and the 
trees were removed due to an infestation of poison oak.  She was not sure what type of 
trees that they were because her husband had dealt with that issue.  She noted that she did 
not have an actual plan for the landscaping because her friend were doing it.  She would get 
a plan and submit it prior to the installation. 
 
The Committee adjourned the meeting to conduct a site visit of the project and voted at the 
site to approve the project once they could see the actual site and the way that the drainage 
would be handled.   
 
Since this subdivision had been under the jurisdiction of the prior ACC, which was Pulte 
Homes, they could not determine if these items were approved by the former Committee. 
The Committee voted at the site to approve the project as proposed.
